This exhibition—which is enhanced by insights from the Window
Research Institute—presents window-related artworks ranging from
paintings by Pierre Bonnard and Paul Klee to works by contemporary artists.
Also featured are valuable drawings by architects such as Le Corbusier and
Louis I. Kahn.
